JANBA Tournament Rules include a dress code for suitable tournament attire. 
 
Rule XII, Section 2: “All participants are required to be properly attired befitting a national 
tournament.  It is recommended that attire be no more than (4) inches from the bend of the back of 
the knee while standing; jeans in good condition are proper.  Inappropriate attire would include 
tank tops, short shorts, body suits, sweat suits, bicycle shorts and undergarment t-shirts.”

PARTICIPATE IN THE TOURNAMENT.

Recommended no shorter than 4” from the bend 

of the back of the knee while standing 

Spandex clothing

Recommended no shorter than 4’ from the bend 

of the back of the knee while standing 
 

Short shorts 

Slacks Warm-ups or sweatpants 
(no elastic cuffs) 

 
Denim jeans 

Without holes or fringes or frayed 
 

Denim jeans
